Nelson Mandela used this quote in one of his speeches that helped to re-define the nation of
South Africa. He got it from Marianne Williamson's book: A Return to Love: Reflections on
Principles of A Course in Miracles:

And as we let our own light shine, we unconsciously give other
people permission to do the same. As we are liberated from our own fear, our

presence automatically liberates others.”

You are the light of the
world." He did not say: "try to be salt and light." He didn't even say: One day you might be
salt and light.

He said: You Are salt and light.
